ACT NOW on IRA Contribution

Time is running out to take advantage of the direct IRA charitable contribution authorized by the Pen-
sion Protection Act of 2006. This allows an exclusion from gross income for certain taxable IRA con-
tributions to charity from traditional IRAs during 2007. Individuals may take their minimum required
distributions from an IRA and directly contribute the amount to a charity as a dollar for dollar deduc-
tion for the 2007 year.
